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One soul reaching
to another soul.

In the end, that's
what community is all
about. That's a great
gift of the congregational life, and it is a
spiritual path through all of life - a way
of being that can shape and change who
we are and become. We are one soul
reaching to another soul, and another,
and another.

Sometimes these connections take
place in a religious community like ours.
We connect with people, listen, grow
and learn from being with others. Maybe
our connection is with a good friend, or
maybe we create a new connection with
a child, or with someone we’ve never met
before.

Sometimes we grieve a connection
that has been lost, through human
frailty and flaws, arguments that can't
be resolved, pride or shame. We are

human, and it happens. The gift and the
goodness of authentic community is that
there are always new connections to be
made, new joy to be found in community
when we are ready to open ourselves to
it, to reach out to other souls.

Other times our souls’ reaching
to others takes us beyond our small
group, our congregation and the direct
circle of our lives. Spiritual living bids
us reach through boundaries of class,
culture, geography. Whenever we
work to alleviate suffering, in our own
communities or across oceans, we are
souls reaching to souls. We give our love,
and through the gift we touch the sacred.

We are souls reaching to souls,
giving, grieving, hoping, loving and
simply being. In the reaching we may just
find ourselves.

Could your life use a half hour of quiet
every week? You may not see us (or hear us!),
but every Sunday morning a small group
gathers from 9:00-9:30 a.m. in
the first room on the left in the
hall downstairs at UCWC for
meditation. / \

Sometimes it’s in si-
lence, sometimes it's with
recorded music or chants,
and sometimes it's a combination. It's always,
however, a time for quietly exploring our inner
selves and breathing—just breathing.

If you've never meditated before, don't
feel intimidated. We can help you with a brief
introduction to the practice and some tips. If
you've meditated but only do it sporadically,
that’s fine. This is just an opportunity, open to
everyone, to come and breathe and let go and
set aside one half-hour each week to devote
to quiet.

Religious Education Update

“If [a teacher] is indeed wise he does not bid you enter
the house of his wisdom, but rather leads you to the
threshold of your own mind.”

—Kahlil Gibran, “On Teaching,” from The Prophet

The most common response | get when | invite new
people to help teach an RE class is, “l don’t know enough about
Unitarian Universalism to teach.” My reply to that is two-fold.
The first part is that there are wonderful,
detailed curricula to guide teachers; they
don’t have to make anything up. These
programs contain everything needed
to run each class session, from a brief
opening worship, to the week'’s story, to a
host of activities to choose from, “A Faith in
Action” project, and a closing.

Each workshop also includes a brief
class summary to send home to parents
and a list of outside resources (websites, videos) to help families
explore more deeply into the week’s topic. It's kind of like a
cake or muffin mix where all you have to do is add water, oil,
and eggs. The teachers are those needed “outside” ingredients.

The curricula contain the “what” of what we teach. But like
Gibran's teacher who “leads you to the threshold of your own
mind,” we are here not just to impart knowledge, but equally
as important or perhaps more so, to open children’s minds
to thoughts, ideas, principles; to help them figure out how to
live their lives as Unitarian Universalists. “No one has all the
answers,” | tell teachers. In response to those unanswerable
questions, we encourage teachers to say, “This is what | think/
believe. What do you think?” A conversation is sparked. Ideas
start to emerge. The whole class learns, teachers included.

Which brings me to the second part: most teachers tell me
how much they enjoyed the experience of working with the
children, but they also tell me how much they learned about
our faith. This is the beautiful paradox: in teaching, we are not
just teachers but also students. We get to explore and learn,
too.

Allaying the fears of an about-to-be first-time RE teacher
is not meant to simplify or detract from the importance of the
role. So, this is a shout-out to all those who have volunteered
to teach this year, both experienced RE teachers and those
teaching for the first time: Ed Cohle, Beth Daniels, Kimberly
Ellerthorpe, Gerry Giess, Rachel Lane, Keet Leibowitz, Larry
Lesser, Monica Moran, Jen Roth, Wes Schaal; and our Spirit Play
Doorkeepers: Amy Crowell and Melissa Kline. Thank you!
